Role of the Federal Government...

The federal government funds housing initiatives in our local municipality, in cooperation with the provincial and territorial
governments. This includes the supply of affordable units, rent supplements, funding for housing repairs, and ownership
grants. The federal government also contributes to Indigenous housing, both on and off reserves.

Why it Matters in Peterborough City and County?

- Homelessness, and the impact of the lack of affordable housing are becoming more visible in Peterborough.

- Peterborough has the worst rental affordability problem of any census metropolitan area in Canada. 52% of renters spend more than 30% of
their before-tax income on their shelter costs.

« Annual rent increased an average of 7.1% from 2017 to 2018.

« More than 1,500 people are on a waiting list for rent-geared-to-income housing.

« An average of 103 people use emergency and over-flow shelters in Peterborough every night.

+ In March 2018, 259 people were experiencing homelessness in Peterborough City and County.
